laying down particulars of the delimitation of the subject-matter of a public works contract and the scope of summary worksheet of public works, supplies and services with the statement of measurements
     Pursuant to § 159(3) of Act no. 137/2006 Coll., on Public Contracts, as amended by Act no. 110/2007 Coll., Act no. 76/2008 Coll., Act no. 417/2009 Coll., Act no. 179/2010 Coll., Act no. 258/2011 Coll. and Act no. 55/2012 Coll., the Ministry of Regional Development, to implement § 44(4) of the Act, lays down as follows:
§ 1

General Provisions
     (1) For the purposes of this Decree relevant documentation shall be understood as the documentation delimiting a work in technical, economic and architectonic details, which unambiguously define the subject-matter of a public contract, its building substance, building material, structural engineering, technological, disposition and operational characteristics, appearance and quality, and which allows for the compilation of the summary worksheet of public works, supplies and services (hereinafter referred to as „the construction summary worksheet “), the statement of measurements included.

      (2) The scope and content of relevant documentation for the award of a public works contract laid down by this Decree shall be binding on all public works contracts; it shall apply even to the public contracts for such public works, which are not subject to a building permit or notification. 
     (3) The design documentation for the execution of a work shall be relevant documentation for all works.

§ 2

Classification

     All construction works (constructions) and civil engineering works are classified under the type and branch of construction activities under the classification of construction works (constructions).
§ 3

Construction Summary Worksheet
     In direct pursuance of the relevant documentation pursuant to § 1(3) the construction summary worksheet shall set forth a detailed description of all public works, supplies or services indispensable for a complete implementation of the subject-matter of a public contract or in addition, if appropriate, description of additional works, supplies and services necessary for the fulfilment of contracting entity requirements.
§ 4

Items of Construction Summary Worksheet
  
     (1) The item of the construction summary worksheet shall be understood as the description of each single piece of public work, supply or service, laying down technical and qualitative conditions for building works or assembly works, the performance of which is essential for the execution of a work in compliance with the relevant documentation pursuant to § 1(3).
     (2) Items of the construction summary worksheet are described in details, which unambiguously delimit the scope of required public works, supplies or services and allow for the equal appraisal of such a scope. Supporting documents delimiting technical conditions are defined by the relevant documentation pursuant to § 1(3).
      (3) The items of the construction summary worksheet specifying the delivery of a material or product whose assembly is given by a separate item of work, shall contain an explicit description of such a material or product, indication of technical parameters or characteristics of required material or product included.
      (4) For the compilation of the construction summary worksheet in details set out by this Decree, reference to the pricing system, which contains all data necessary for the construction summary worksheet, may be applied.
      (5) The construction summary worksheet of a single construction work (construction) or a civil engineering work or, where applicable, of technical building equipment, may only refer to a single pricing system – database of building works tariff of prices. 

§ 5

Structure of Construction Summary Worksheet
       (1) The construction summary datasheet is broken down into construction works (constructions), civil engineering works and technical building equipment, in compliance with relevant documentation.

       (2) Each construction work (construction), civil engineering work and technical building equipment defined by relevant documentation holds the construction summary worksheet of its own. 
       (3) The construction summary worksheet contains the items of all building or assembly works, deliveries of materials and services critical for the execution of a construction work (construction), civil engineering work or technical building equipment. 
       (4) The construction summary worksheet may be broken down in the framework of each construction work (construction), civil engineering work and technical building equipment into construction or functional parts or, if appropriate, into other equivalent components depending on the type and nature of public works, supplies and services.

       (5) At every level of the construction summary worksheet breakdown each construction summary worksheet is supplemented with the overview drawn up just as the breakdowns have been applied (e.g. construction parts, functional parts or, where appropriate, another analogous breakdown). 
       (6) The construction summary worksheet shall, in addition, delimit the requirements resulting from specific conditions of the realisation of a work and fail to be contained in the description of particular items of public works, supplies or services.

       (7) Where the work is described in more construction summary worksheets, the background materials for calculation the tender price shall include overviews of all summary worksheets. 

§ 6
Content of Construction Summary Worksheet Item

       The construction summary worksheet item is as a rule assigned to a construction work (construction), civil engineering work and technical building equipment, and shall contain
a) Item number,
b) Numerical item classification, where it is possible to classify a given item, with indication of a pricing system, if it is applied,

c) Item description unequivocally delimiting the type and quality of works, supply or service with a contingent reference to other documents, technical and price terms and conditions in particular,

d) Measurement unit,

e) Quantity in a measurement unit,
f) Statement of measurements in respect of the indicated quantity.

§ 7

Statement of Measurements

     (1) Statement of measurements shall be understood as a delimitation of the quantity of public works, constructions, supplies or services with indication of the calculation procedure in respect of the overall quantity of the construction summary worksheet items.

     (2) The procedure of calculating an overall measurement is set out together with the description referring to the relevant graphic or textual part of the document, so as to allow for the audit of the total measurement.
     (3) The statement of measurements of a given piece of work, material or a construction relating to more items of the construction summary worksheet may be indicated only once and in respect of other items the measurement may be stated only by way of reference.
§ 8 

Object of Incidental and Other Costs

     (1) Incidental and other costs shall be the costs which are not contained in the construction summary worksheets items of construction works (constructions), civil engineering works and technical building equipment; however, they are related to the execution of a work and are indispensable for the implementation thereof.
     (2) Details of the description of the construction summary worksheet item of incidental and other costs shall allow for fixing a price of a given piece of work or activity.

     (3) Incidental and other costs are described in a separate construction summary worksheet as separate items. 

     (4) Incidental and other costs may be indicated in a single joint construction summary worksheet.

§ 9

Incidental Costs 
     (1) Incidental costs shall be the costs essential for the execution of a work, common for the whole work, not contained in itemized summary worksheets of construction works (constructions), civil engineering works or technical building equipment.
     (2) The object of incidental costs is, in particular, constituted by the requirements relating to the build-up, operation and dismantlement of the construction site equipment, worsened production conditions linked with the location of a work, operational and transport constraints, if required by the contracting entity or, if appropriate, they result from the relevant documentation.

§ 10
Other Costs

     (1) Other costs shall be the costs linked with the performance of obligations of the economic operator resulting from other conditions of the tender documentation, indicated neither in itemized summary worksheets of construction works (constructions), civil engineering works or technical building equipment nor in the incidental costs worksheet.
     (2) The other costs are, in particular, constituted by the costs for production of documentation of an actual execution of a work, costs for geodesic surveying of a completed work, costs relating to the conditions of the project publicity.
§ 11
Pricing Systems
     (1) A pricing system shall be understood as the systematic set of information on building and assembly works, materials and products, which contains classification of items, detailed description and measurement unit, manner of measurement and other technical and price terms and conditions to have an option to establish calculation of necessary costs and to fix unit prices.
     (2) In the case of application of the pricing system pursuant to § 4(4) the contracting entity shall make reference in the tender documentation to the pricing system used, arrange for unrestricted remote access to such documentation or, where appropriate, to relevant parts of the texts or a full text shall be an element of the tender documentation.

Electronic Form of Construction Summary Worksheet
§ 12

     (1) The electronic form of the construction summary worksheet for the award of public works contract shall have an open format enabling transfers of data and procession thereof by way of various software products to compile a construction summary worksheet and to establish a tender price; the format shall simultaneously be made generally available.
     (2) The electronic form of the construction summary worksheet shall be uniform for a given public contract.

     (3) The electronic form of the construction summary worksheet shall allow for drafting the tender by supplying the data required in the tender documentation.
§ 13

     (1) The XML format may be a format of an electronic construction summary worksheet. The documentation of this format is available in the Information System of the Ministry of Regional Development. 
     (2) The XML format documentation contains the rules for the structure, content and format of the data, and specifically

a) Description of all data of the itemized worksheet,

b) Description of the XML format of the itemized worksheet,

c) Generally available module to establish a tender price, and
d) Testing module to check on the format.

§ 14

     (1) The electronic form of the construction summary worksheet may, in addition, be constituted by another open electronic format with a data structure.

     (2) In the tender documentation the contracting entity shall indicate the guidelines as concerns the data structure, their format and guidance for the procession thereof. 
§ 15

Effectiveness

     This Decree shall enter into effect on 1 September 2012.
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
